Antti is the singing son of a singing miner; who in
his father’s footsteps and guidance first found his
musical voice inside the Finnish bedrock of the
Outokumpu mines. Dormant copper deposits
were the only witness to the young singer's
development and search for that one thing that
matters to a vocalist: the unique sound.

In addition to being a singer, Antti is also a
gentleman. The artist in him only surfaces during
performances, and at other times he is a relaxed,
honest, and generally ordinary Finnish guy. Making
music and doing his own thing are what encourage
Antti to go on.

Antti’s performance reflects the vigour and power
that he adopted from the process of breaking

the bedrock. He applies his colourful and deep
bass with great intensity, putting his soul into his
performance. He has real charisma, which is one
of the secrets behind his success. His various
teachers include Jorma Hynninen and Pertti
Rusanen.

In addition to operas and operettas, Antti’s
repertoire includes classical, folk, and pop music.
Occasionally, he also performs with other artists.




Antti Soininen’s charisma as an artist and
cooperation partner is based on the combination
of interestingness with a suitable measure of
border-breaking. For corporate operators,
Soininen’s strong interest in developing his
operations from an entrepreneur’s point of view
and understanding the importance of marketing is
a vital part of his appeal.

Soininen’s personality defies all tries to define his
target audience. One essential characteristic that
can be found and is shared by them all is maturity.
This is not just a matter of age: in Soininen’s view,
a | 5-year-old can be an adult in the sense that
they behave like an adult during a performance,
be it a Christmas concert or funeral ceremony.
Adulthood refers to a mature and level-headed
attitude to a situation. It is true, however, that
Soininen’s personality and musical repertoire
finds its main audience among those who are

either close to middle age or past it. Soininen’s
appearance and art allow for a wide range of
people to find him acceptable and interesting.
Some are interested in high culture, while others
think it important that he is so clearly from their
region. Soininen is easy to accept no matter what
people generally think about classical music.This
creates a space for the music itself to influence
people and offer up new experiences.

It is characteristic of classical music and
performances that the programme consists of
very old and often very well-known pieces of
music. The songs have an intrinsic value to which
the artists add their own interpretation, creating
a touching and memorable experience for the
audience when they succeed. Listening to classical
music is a very intimate and strong experience,
which takes place in the mind of the recipient.
While many of the lighter forms of music have

a physical dimension, classical music takes place
solely in the mind of the listener, leaving behind a
long-lasting memory.

Furthermore, classical music always carries

a certain mark of high-quality craftsmanship.
Quality is a starting value that is always associated
with classical music and its performance.
Everybody knows that classical music requires
not only skill, but training and hard work.
